Include significant events that have influenced
your goal choices and any involvement with Lakewood Theatre Company.

4. Performing Arts applicants for acting, vocal, instrumental and dance should submit a
video. We suggest submitting two contrasting pieces to demonstrate your range be it
monologue, vocal, instrumental or dance (total 10 minutes maximum).

5. Those pursuing Stage Management, Technical Theatre, Directing or Playwriting are

welcome to submit examples of their work.
