(DEWEY enters and sees PAULETTE.)

DEWEY
Paulette, get offa my property!

PAULETTE
I wanna see my dog, Dewey! I bet you didn’t even know it’s his
birthday today.

DEWEY
(taunting, sings)
Well, you can’t see him! Best decision I ever made? Throwin’
you out!

(DEWEY begins to leave.)

PAULETTE
Can you believe I lived with that for ten years? That cheap-
skate never even got me a ring!
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
